Meals Bringing personal lunches and water bottle encouraged. Access to canteen will be limited.

Supervision School staff will attend to assist with the running of the event.

Permission Please note that as this whole-schoo! event is a part of the annual school routine, permission for students to attend is
given at enrolment. There will be no alterative supervision option for students.

A signed
leave request slip obtained from the office, along with the signed note from a parent, will need be presented to staff at the shallow end
gate, at the requested time of departure.
